Science and an MBA in Education. Geri did research for the State Legislative
Economy Commission, the State Department of Audit and Control, and
established its library. She worked part-time in the Albany Public Libraries.
Geri worked for the Albany City School District as librarian at PS #18 and
established the library at PS # 23 and remained the school librarian for 17
years until her retirement in 1981. She was a gifted seamstress, scout mother
and PTA President. 

 

In retirement Geri was an active volunteer setting up archival systems for
American Red Cross and the Salvation Army. Her volunteer work of 13 years
for Family Rosary and Father Peyton establishing an archival system was
important to his candidacy for sainthood in the Roman Catholic Church. This
was her most rewarding volunteer experience. She was an active member of
AAUW and Delmar Progress Club. Geri received the 2008 Lifetime
Achievement Award.

(Anthony) of Averill Park; grandmother of Christopher Mazzeo (Jodi) and
Jennifer Mazzeo; great grandmother of Hannah, Ty, and Brady Mazzeo;
