Stanley and his family returned to Poland when he was 5 and was raised in
the village of Stradzew. During the Nazi occupation of Poland Stanley was
taken to a Labor Camp for 5 years. He returned to America at age 19, met his
wife and went on with his life. 

 

Stanley had worked at Tobin First Prize, Niagara Mohawk, and then 40 years
at AL Tech Specialty Steel in Watervliet. He was a 62 year communicant of
Blessed Sacrament Church, where he was a member of the Holy Names
Society. Stanley was also a lifetime member of the Polish American Citizens
Club. 

 

He enjoyed vacationing at the Jersey Shore and summer picnics at Lake
George and Saratoga. Stanley also enjoyed playing cards, bus trips, and the
trip he took back to Poland with his beloved wife, Margaret.
